What were the benefits to the children?

The pupils gained self-esteem and validation from many of the activities. Those with prior experience were able to show in the improvisations, those for whom it was all new. were given the skills required. The knowledge of Arabic music fused with Jazz elements, while not exhaustive was interesting and accessible and will almost certainly enable the pupils to broaden their listening and musical experience.  After being part of the workshop I am convinced the pupils will be even more open to new and unusual musical styles.
